Directions 
 

Take M20 Eastbound.  Leave at Jn 2  and follow signs for A227 Gravesend.  At second 

roundabout (bottom of Wrotham Hill), take first exit (still following direction for Gravesend).  

Continue up steep hill past Vigo pub at top of hill.  After further ¾ mile turn left on Hodsoll Street 

(shortly after “Fresh Eggs” sign on left).  Continue for about ¾ mile (very winding road), then 

pass crescent of council houses on left through an almost 180º bend.  Entrance to Bowden Glen is 

on left about 50 yards after the end of the council houses. 

 

Parking will be at the farm buildings reached by turning left on the concrete track immediately 

after Bowden Glen.
