Directions and transport

Location

We are located within the sunlit uplands of the London Borough of Bromley
(just!) so you should be able to find us on any A — Z, Street Map UK etc.
Our house is at the top of Oxenden Wood Road (I did say it was an
upland!) just before the junction with Worlds End Lane (coming from the
junction it would be the third house on the left.)

By car

We are half way between the A21 and the A224, AKA the Orpington bypass
- about which Chelsfield greatest living historian has written in movingly
elegiac terms: www.chelsfieldevents.co.uk/SecretHistory.pdf) .

Better to use the A21 side if you can.

You will be able to park in our road or the Meadows, a road off to the right if
you go further down the hill. The yellow line does not apply on Sundays on
either road. Don't try parking in World’'s End Lane!

By Public Transport

Trains

North/south trains stop at Chelsfield every hour on a Sunday. | can’t say
exactly when as there will be a new timetable by then and of course our old
friends engineering works may apply. Southbound trains come direct from
Charing Cross/London Bridge, or from Victoria (change at Orpington).
Northbound trains arrive from Sevenoaks.

It's a ten minute walk up the hill, 8 minutes down. On arrival at Chelsfield
leave by the Platform 1 (northbound) exit. Turn left. Take the steps to the
right of the station car park and follow the path which leads to the bottom of
a road (The Woodlands) which you turn right into. First turning on left is
Oxenden Wood Road. We are near the top.

(If no Chelsfield train, more regular services stop at Orpington: take bus or
taxi from there)

Buses: from Orpington station (bus station next to platform 5 exit), take R1
direction Green Street Green. Stops opposite Chelsfield station in Warren
Road
Taxi: from Orpington - taxi rank by platform 2 exit: about £7.

If stuck: gives us a call and we’ll pick you up!
